FISHING

All nonresidents need a license to fish.

However, nonresidents under age 15, if

they are in the company of an adult who

has a valid Montana fishing License, do

not need a license. The limit for the two

anglers combined cannot exceed the limit

for one. Nonresidents have two options for

purchasing a fishing license. A license for

March 1 through the following February

is $45 in 2002. A consecutive two-day

license is $10. A $5 conservation license

is a prerequisite for each and must also

be purchased in order to fish.

Residents 15-61 years of age must purchase

a conservation license ($4) and a fishing

license ($13). Residents 12-14 years of age

or 62 or older need only a conservation

license to fish. Residents with disabilities

who have been certified by Montana Fish,

Wildlife & Parks need only a conservation

license to fish. Residents younger than

12 are not required to have a license.

Regulations are outlined in the Montana

Fishing Regulations available at any Fish,

Wildlife & Parks office or licensing agent.

Yellowstone National Park requires anglers

16 years of age or older to purchase either

a $10 ten-day pass or a $20 season permit.

Anglers 12-15 years of age are required to

obtain a non-fee permit. Fishing permits

and regulations are available at ranger

stations and visitor centers throughout

the park. Glacier National Park does not

require a license, but those fishing must

follow regulations available from ranger

stations and visitor centers throughout

the park.

Anglers should look

for brown fishing

access signs along the

roads and highways.

The wortd's first national pad( is renowned for

its spouting geysers, bubbling mud caldrons,

canyons, rivers and lakes, waterfalls and

abundant wildlife. Yellowstone encompasses

2.2 million acres of scenic beauty. Three of

the entrances to Yellowstone are in Montana

—

West Yellowstone, Gardiner and Cooke City. A

seven-day combination pass to Yellowstone

and to Grand Teton National Park in Wyoming

is currently $20 per private vehicle. There is

also an annual pass to Yellowstone and to

Grand Teton available for $40.

While Yellowstone is open year-round,

only the road from the North Entrance at

Gardiner to the Northeast Entrance at Cooke

City remains open year-round to vehicles. All

other entrances to the park close the Monday

after the first Sunday of November to vehicle

traffic; the park re-opens mid-December

through the Monday of the second fiill week

in March for snowmobiles and snowcoaches.

Park re-opens to vehicles in spring; weather

conditions detemiine all opening/closing

dates—call for details prior to traveling.

STATE PARKS

Montana's state parks are outdoor recreation

centers for the state.

State park passports, which allow

unhmited access to state parks for one year,

sell for $24. A second pass can be pur-

chased for $15. The passport does not cover

camping fees.

Retrace the route of the Lewis and Clark Expedition through Montana. In just over 28 months-from May 1804 to September

1806-Meriwether Lewis and William Clark traveled more than 8.000 miles on foot, on horseback and by boat. More than a quarter

of that distance was spent in Montana, where much of the land they explored remains unchanged. Follow them through Montana

along portions of many state. U.S. and interstate highways, on the map above. Look for the Lewis & Clark Trail sign.

Among the sites are; (1) The scenic

White Cliffs of the Missouri River,

accessible by river travel only. (2) Fort

Benton. (3) Great Falls, with the Lewis &

Clark National Historic Trail Interpretive

Center and Giant Springs Heritage State

Park, where Clark discovered a huge

"fountain or spring" during an 18-mile

portage around the Great Falls of the

Missouri. (4) The Gates of the

Mountains, north of Helena on 1-15.

where the Missouri flows through a

narrow passage flanked by what Lewis

described as "the most remarkable clifts

that we have yet seen." (5) Missouri

Headwaters State Park near Three Forks,

where the Jefferson, Madison and

Gallatin rivers join to form the Missouri.

(6) Beaverhead Rock State Monument,

an important landmark north of Dillon

on MT 41 . (7) Lemhi Pass, west of Hwy.

324 in southwestern Montana, where

Lewis and Clark crossed the Continental

Divide on their journey westward. (8)

Travelers Rest, near the junction of US

12 and 93 south of Missoula, where the

expedition split parties on the return trip

east. (9) Lolo Hot Springs, on US 12

southwest of Missoula, where the expedi-

tion camped. (10) Lolo Pass Visitor

Center, on US 12 at the Montana-Idaho

border, which has an interpretive site.

(11) Pompeys Pillar, off 1-94 east of

Billings, where Clark carved his signature

in a large sandstone rock along the

Yellowstone River.

Commercial boat tours retrace the river

route of Lewis and Clark at the Gates of

the Mountains (4) , and in the scenic

White Cliffs area of the Missouri River (1).

Do some exploring of your own by find-

ing out more about the famous Lewis and

Clark Expedition. Bookstores now have

the condensed versions of their journals,

as well as several excellent guides.
