Culture

Clematis require cool, rich, well-drained soil.  Leaves are green, opposite, and usually compound 
on often curling leaf stalks.  Flowers are showy and apetalous.  Both foliage and flowers require 
full sun; the roots require shade.  To provide these conditions, keep well mulched.

Pruning Methods

1. Flowers are produced directly from old stems.  Prune by removing dead and weak stems 
immediately after all flowering has been completed.

2. First flowering comes from last season’s ripened stems.  Leaf buds swell in early spring; cut 
all dead material off above these buds.

3. Flowers are produced later and from new growth.  Prune in early spring above new leaf buds 
showing low on the plant.
